Dr. Howard V. Turner, Sr. born December 12, 1925 to Lola and P.V. Turner
(Atlanta) spent his adult life in Fairburn, Georgia. Dr. Turner served in the
Navy during World War II, attended North Georgia College, and received his
Doctorate of Dental Surgery from Emory University School of Dentistry in
1952. Upon graduation he moved to Fairburn to begin his dental practice of 47
years. He was an active member of Fairburn United Methodist Church for over
60 years. During his career he served as a board member of Fairburn Banking
Company for 30 years and as a Fairburn City Councilman for 27 years. He
also served on many committees of the Hinman Dental Association and was
on the Fulton-DeKalb Hospital Authority Board.
